If electrical components (control 
units, engines, and batteries) become damp or submerged, irreversible damage can occur, even leading to battery 
explosion.

This product can only be used by one adult at a time. Do not carry any additional passengers. If you feel 
uncomfortable or under the influence of alcohol or drugs, please do not ride a scooter.
